In 1983 a STEERING 
COMMITTEE of 13 
citizens was SELECTED
by the Oklahoma City 
Public Schools 
administration and 
Board of Education to 
determine the feasibility 
of forming a 
collaboration designed 
to IMPROVE THE 
QUALITY of Oklahoma 
City Public Schools.



As a result, The 
Foundation for 
Oklahoma City 
Public Schools was 
ESTABLISHEDin  
1984 to BRIDGE THE 
GAP between what 
students and 
teachers have and 
what they need TO 
BE SUCCESSFULL



In 2008, a local establishment 
offered The Foundation 3,000 
misprinted pizza boxes. 

Within days, all boxes had 
been picked up by teachers for 
art projects and more.

It was then that The 
Foundation for OKCPS 
introduced the TEACHERS 
WAREHOUSE, a program 
providing free classroom 
supplies and equipment that 
teachers can order, once a 
month, from an online catalog.

- Each item donated is 
assigned a SKU# and 
entered into inventory

- Each item is then 
assigned a fair market 
value

- Teachers order once a 
month from an online 
catalog
